	Process of Finding Out About a Place Through a Strangers Eyes 



	1.
	Even if you live in the neighborhood, look at it with the eyes and attitude of a stranger.

	2.
	Walk the neighborhood two to three times a week.

	3.
	If not from the neighborhood, find a “person of peace” to be your cover. Luke 10:1-12

	4.
	Walk around observing things. Record what observing after you return home. 

	5.
	As you walk pray for things you see.

	6.
	Once a month, or so, work with your group to come up with a composite view of what is being learned.

	7.
	If people are outside, greet them, tell them who you are and that you are interested in learning about the neighborhood.

	8.
	Might ask but not critical:
· How long they have lived here?
· What they like about this neighborhood?
· If they could change one thing, what might that be?

	9.
	Record observations and findings onto the Survey Form after you are done walking.

	10.
	Have multiple people do this if possible and then consolidate all of the findings onto one Survey Form
